· HIV/AID (awareness,counseling,testing and prevention),Vocational training and Blood donor recruitment-Shariah College,Iwo,Osun State,Nigeria.

WORKSHOPS ON HIV/AIDS, ON VOCATIONAL TRAINING AND ENTREPRENEURSHIP  DEVELOPMENT AT SHARIA COLLEGE IWO, 

OSUN STATE. 

 It was an event characterized by the high level of attendance and participation by the member of the public of not less than 1,200 people from 12 states. In his welcome address, the Founder Guildance Community Development Foundation, Mr. Adisa Kabiru Adeniyi high lighted certain point. 

            He opines that the epidemic of HIV/AIDS had become global and Nigeria is not to be left behind in the fight against the scourge. He goes further to explain that there is hardly a community in the country that has not felt the effect of the deadly virus. He expatiate further that about 3.8 million people are estimated to be living with the virus in the country with a national prevalent of 4.4%. 

Nigeria is rated the third country in the world with the largest population of HIV/AIDS coming behind India and South Africa respectively. 

            Furthermore, he goes ahead to shed more light on the successful campaigns of the Guildance Community Development Foundation against the spread of HIV/AIDS in several forms and several communities. This, it state is a form of encouragement serving as tonic for the foundation in the war against the dreaded disease. Poverty Alleviation and Economic Empowerment are other sets of cardinal points in the foundation agenda. Commenting on this, ADISA explains that the NGO has successfully created workshop and training schemes to teach people several craft and goes further to empowered them financially. 

Later on in his speech, he discussed the main reason why the programme is brought to the environment. The reasons are as follows; 

“We decided to take the campaign to this stratum of the 

 society so that you will help sensitize and educate 

your followers that HIV/AIDS is real.. They 

should spread the massage not the virus”.      

In conclusion, he enjoined all present to cooperate with the government and private concern positively to stop the virus. 

            The event witnessed an unprecedented turn out of medical personal ranging from Doctor, Nurses, Scholars and other people involved in medical practice directly or indirectly and the general public. Preaching the cause further Dr.Gbenga Bejide, a renowned physician and HIV/AIDS researcher explain to all and Sundry the hiding fact about HIV/AIDS. In his opinion, the speaker reiterated that abstinence, loyalty to ones partner and sensitivity to certain practices like sharing of sharp object can go a long way in halting the spread. 

            He further education the listeners on the need to see victims of  HIV/AIDS as integral members of the society that should be treated not with scorn but with warmth love and friendship. This it state, will help case the burden of he victims day to day grappling with the disease. He distributed and illustrated the use of the female condom.   
         After the lecture there followed a very lively and involving interactive session that bordered on questions and answers that shed more light on the enigma of the virus. 

                    The second aspect is on poverty alleviation in form of vocational training geared towards the eradication of poverty. A cancer that has eaten deep into the deepest marrows of the society. Poverty as we are all aware is in most cases the root cause of most of the problems faced by the society from hunger to poor in complete education and so many social problems. So, in other to combat this NGO used the platform of the event to educate and empower the public. They were taught various vocation and trade secrets that could be learned over a very short period. This became necessary if we consider the fact that poverty itself is one of the stronger agents of HIV/AIDS propagation. 

          Dr Olugbega Bejide, a physician and Medical head currently working with Nigeria Brewery in Ibadan informed the public about the fallacy and truth about HIV/AIDS.

          The event came to an end amidst lots of appreciation and admiration for the activities of the NGO by  the general public. And this in its entirety shows that with the help and understanding of the public and our readiness to help ourselves HIV/AIDS and poverty can be a thing of the past. 

  

  

HIV/AIDS AND POVERTY ALLEVIATION SEMINAR AT IFESOWAPO SOCIAL CLUB MONATAN. 

        A law mark event took place that really showed how far we are ready to go to rescue ourselves. On that day the team of Guildance Community Development Foundation made a foray into hitherto untouched terrains by delving into the suburbs. The community is an area that is infested with serious social problems, ranging from poverty to HIV/AIDS and social vices. It is what can be called a high risk terrain. 

       Getting the people of this community to accept to be the target of an awareness campaign on HIV/AIDS and poverty alleviation was mean feat. Eventually, persistence paid off and the Ifesowapo social club hosted the team of the NGO on that fateful day. Most member of the club are people with very little education and living far far below the poverty line, so naturally they can not be expected to be as understanding as elite who have had closer contacts with such programmes either through the work place or community. 

       At the commencement of the programme, a lot of fears were first laid to rest to further facilitate understanding and trust between the hosts and the visitors. Fear was raised regarding the fate of victims of HIV/AIDS identify through voluntary test. The people of the community had an erroneous belief that anybody detected to have the disease will be arrested or abducted by the government and be kept in solitary confinement to die of misery. This the spokes man for the NGO quickly explained to be false and that since testing is voluntary, an infected individual could only be counseled on the way forward and given several options on how to live a normal life. 

         In the same vein, the NGO also seized the opportunity to further enlighten the people of the community on a known cause of the dreaded disease. They were sensitized on the avoidance of sharing sharp object like needles, blades and pins.. Facts were also established to correct the people earlier beliefs   regarding interaction with victims of HIV/ AIDS. A lot of them believed that the nearest contact like hugs, handshakes, breathing the same air in the same room or sitting together with victims can infect them with HIV/AIDS the NGO operatives gave them a completely different orientation that showed them that all they believed were mere myths. The facts were given to them in the simplest terms mention was also made of unclean practices that could be hazardous to health, such as female genital mutilation, traditional itinerant pedicure and manicurist usually from the northern part of the country. 

               Following this, the operatives embarked on a highly productive counseling and voluntary testing session that saw a lot of people coming forward to check their status. Some even invited the operatives to visit there homes and test other members of their families. Such was the success of the event. 

               On the poverty alleviation aspect of the programmed, the community members were informed on the acquisition of the various schemes that could make them owners of businesses. These business ideas were demonstrated to them in great detail and they were taught various production skills stage by stage. Examples are; soap making, Candle making, Making of pomade, food preservation and many more .
               The event was highly successful largely due to NGO’s readiness to take the plunge which has paid off. It actually prompted some other social clubs in the region to inform the Guildance Community Foundation of their willingness to host such an event. Twelve people were counseled and tested.
  

ENTREPRENEURSHIP OUTREACH PROGRAMMED HELD AT SHARIA COLLEGE, IWO TOWN, OSUN STATE.
             Guildance Community Development Foundation visited Sharia college Iwo Town, Osun State, to organize a programme that was designed to inform, educate, and empower member of the public on how to become entrepreneurs and also manage their business to success. Considering the high level of unemployment in the nation, it is imperative that a solution which will turn people to employers of labor rather than job seekers be created. With this at the back of its mind, the NGO invited guest speakers from various institutions like Dr. Adeniyi Raji, Alh. Muibi from the Ladoke Akintola University teaching hospital Osogbo, also pastor Tunde Olaniran and Miss Opeyemi Roselin from kingdom seekers outreach international as one of the key speakers. Also invited were Mr. Olufemi Ogunbode and Mr. Taiwo Osun both from the Entrepreneurship Development centre Lagos. 

               The participants were addressed on the following; 

        The objectives of EDC Lagos such as developing entrepreneurship spirit and skills required to start, manage and expand a business. 

        Other EDC activities such as capacity building and provision of business development services to micro, small and medium scale entrepreneurs to successfully manage their business.   

        Meaning  of entrepreneurship how to generate  business ideas ,how to start a business and source capital to fund their  businesses participants .They were also enlightened  on factors that make  a  business to   succeed and why a business    may  fait . 

        Participants were also informed about different entrepreneurship Development courses available at EDC Lagos for Graduates, Non- graduates and the weekend programme. 

  

While presenting his address, the president and founder of Guildance Community Development foundation, Mr Adisa Kabiru Adeniyi made known to the public the main objectives of the NGO which are education of masses on health related issues, poverty alleviation and community Development. Also present at the occasions were key members of the organization. Some of who are Mr azeez Wasiu Adetayo, Mr Shittu Rahman Ayodele, Mr Adisa Sulaiman Olatunmise,Gbolagade Abdullahi,Prince Tunde Lamuye,Alasi Isiaka and Mr Adisa Balikis. 

In his own submission, Dr. Adeniyi Raji introduce to the public several ways through which HIV/AIDS could be contacted. He also debunked myth about the dreaded disease and after the health talk all participants (29)did voluntary testing and counseling and two people donated blood. 

Immediately after Dr. Raji session, Pastor Tunde Olaniran took the audience through the challenges and possibilities involve in entrepreneurial skill acquisition. He delved into the theoretical and practical aspect of cosmetics production such as Vaseline, body creams, antibiotics etc. He discussed how to start a business, build it, maintain it and succeed in it. At the end of his demonstration, comparison was made between the product and the popular brands and they were found to be the same quality. 

Participants at the event were also informed about the existence and functions of the Entrepreneurship Development Centre (EDC) Lagos. Its location and Programmes were also discussed in details. Further more, flyers and application forms were distributed and also management and Entrepreneur (M&E) forms to those who requested. 

 At the close of events, it was discovered that a lot of the participant were deeply interested in attending GCDF’s Entrepreneurship Development courses, which the NGO plans to make available through partnership with EDC Lagos.
