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PST: “can you brieflyintroduce yoursef, Sir?
Founder: “my name is Mr. Adisa Kabiru Adeniyi. | am a native of
w0 town from Osun State and | am happily married with three
Kids. | am a senior accountant with Zoom Mobile PLC. | am also
the Founder and President-General of Guildance Community
Development Foundation, herein Ibadan.

PST: “what is Guildance Community Development Foundation
allabout?

Founder: “Guildance Community Development Foundation is a
N.G.O with HIV/AIDS and Poverty Alleviation as its primary
assignments. As you can see, these are two areas that pose as
major challenges within our society. Talking about HIVIAIDS, our
organisation centres on awareness campaigns, counselling and
testing. And concerning poverty alleviation, we organize talks
and seminars on vocational skils developments while we also
provide practical trainings on these vocations like candle
making, soap making etc.”

PST:“whenwas G.C.DF.initiated?"

Founder: *G.C.D.F. was initiated o the 10" of October, 2000
fight here in Ibadan city.

PST:"sowhatare the likely objectives of G.C.D.F. since there are
several other NGOs doing these same things 2"

Founder: “although there are other NGOs that are into HIV/AIDS
and Poverty Alleviation, ours basically s to reach outto particular
people that have been kind of over-looked or who haven't the
proper opportunities of being sensitized on these issues. Take
the Islamic community for example, the idea of a NGO doing
these kind of things is more or less absent. For this main reason,
we as true muslims have come together to contribute our own
quotain enlightening and educating our brothers and sisters. But
1have to mention here that this has nothing to do with religious
discrimination, as we are only trying to provide a solution to a
need. Actually, everyone s invited and welcome.”

PST: "will you briefly explain to us how your organisation
operates?"

Founder: “well, because no one can survive in isolation, we are
surely nto partnership with several other groups and NGOs. We
have our own staff that we train while we also make do with
interested volunteers. The kits we are using presently were given
o us by Ladoke Akintola University Teaching Hospital, Osogbo
for free and we go there from time to time for training on
HIVIAIDS testing and counselling. We then organise periodic
testing and counseling sessions also for free although these
tests could go for as much as #1,000 to #2,000 at some private
centres. We've already done several voluntary testing and
counselling sessions here in Ibadan, being our operational base.
We've been tothe School of Nursing at Eleyele during an annual
program of the institution. We have also made meaningful
contributions to the Monatan Social Club. fesowapo Social Club
have also benefitted from our services. At Bishop Philips
Academy, G.C.D.F. has done wonderfully. We carried out an
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ent-General

intensive sensitization program where everyone was carried
alongand we had a really successful outing. ™

PST: “who basically do you think stands a chance of
benefiting from your organisation?”

Founder: “everyone is a potential beneficiary. In the
HIVIAIDS section, we focus the more on teenagers. This
being the time when most youths are willing to try new things
and from our outings we've encountered victims who ciaimed
they would have been more careful if they had been better
informed. And all classes of individuals can benefitfrom our
Poverty Alleviation programmes as no one is above or below
vocationaltraining. Sowe are around for all and sundry.

PST: *Sir, how have you been coping with finances, this being
aNGo?"

Founder: “although much has not been happening in terms
of grants, but we put our hopes in Almighty God while we put
in our best. We have been sustaining on contributions from
members, sponsors and our Patrons have
been very assisting. We also have a
number of friends who support in their
various capabilles

PST: is the organisation planning to reach
beyond Oyo State and how have you been
faring generally?’

Founder: ‘we already have an office at
Lagos but we are based in Ibadan while our
reach extends also to Osun State where
we're already making our existence felt
For instance at Iwo School for the
Handicapped, we helped in clearing the
bushes and_surroundings which was
already constituting a nuisance and at the
seminar organised, we had over 2,000
participants in attendance. It hasn't been easy, | must confess but with the dedication and
commitment of some members like Mr. Azeez Adebayo Wasiu, who happens to be our co-
ordinator, Mr. Taiwo Kareem Kazeem, an estate consultant, Mr. Adisa Sulaiman Tunmise, to
mention just a few of those whom have been ensuring the continuity of this project, we have been
progressing positively while we hope for the better with the special grace of God.

PST: *I think you should give a kind of welcoming address to those who might want to show
interest after reading this.”

Founder: *yes, that is necessary! Everybody is invited. The best thing for anybody is to come
over and see how we can be useful for each other. You can benefitfrom our loan facilities which
have helped a lot of people as we are talking right now. You can also gain a lot from our
entrepreneurship programmes where you can leam any of the over 37 vocations and learn howto
getand sustain your capital and even payback.
